Him, being fruitful in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God;

Matthew 19:4-6 
And He answered and said to them, “Have you not read that He who made them at the beginning ‘made them male and 
female,’ :5 and said, “For this reason a man shall leave his father and mother and be joined to his wife, and the two shall 

become one flesh’? :6 So then, they are no longer two but one flesh. Therefore what God has joined together, let not man 

separate.” 

The Week of my 51st Birthday, My Wife Lisa asked me a Question.

Now it came to pass, when he had been there a long time, that Abimelech king of the Philistines looked through a window, 

and saw, and there was Isaac, showing endearment (affection, flirtation, to laugh, caressing, press into) to Rebekah  
his wife. :9 Then Abimelech called Isaac and said, “Quite obviously she’s your wife; why did you tell me that she

1 Corinthians 7:1-2 
…It is good for a man not to touch a woman. :2 Nevertheless, because of sexual 

immorality, let each man have his own wife, 
and let each woman have her own husband.

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Genesis 1:24-31 
Then God said, “Let the earth bring forth the living creature according to its kind: cattle 
and creeping thing and beast of the earth, each according to its kind”; and it was so.  
:25 And God made the beast of the earth according to its kind, cattle according to its 

kind, and everything that creeps on the earth according to its kind. And God saw that it 
was good.  :26 Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our 

likeness; let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and 
over the cattle, over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the 

earth.”  :27 So God created man in His own image; in the image of God He created 
him; male and female He created them.  :28 Then God blessed them, and God said to 
them, “Be fruitful and multiply; fill the earth and subdue it; have dominion over the fish 

of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over every living thing that moves on the 
earth.”…:31 Then God saw everything that He had made, and indeed it was very good. 

 
 

As wonderful as this is and as cute as a puppy is, 
humans are not animals – we’ve been created !!! 

 

Genesis 2:18 
And the LORD God said, “It is not good that man should be alone; 

I will make him a helper comparable to him.” – he had monkey’s and puppies… 

 

Genesis 2:21-25 
And the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall on Adam, and he slept; and He took 
one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh in its place.  :22 Then the rib which the LORD 

God had taken from man He made into a woman, and He brought her to the man.  :23 
And Adam said: (I Think I Like Ribs) “This is now bone of my bones And flesh of my 

flesh; She shall be called Woman, Because she was taken out of Man.”  :24 Therefore 
a man (watch the birds fly by and chase monkeys – NO!) shall leave his father and 
mother and be joined to his wife, and they shall become one flesh. = physically :25 

And they were both naked, the man and his wife, and were not ashamed.

And 
likewise the husband does not have authority over his own body, but the wife does. :5 Do not 
deprive one another except with consent for a time, that you may give yourselves to fasting
