For this reason we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and to
ask that you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all wisdom and
spiritual understanding; :10 that you may walk worthy of the Lord, fully pleasing
Him, being fruitful in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God,;
:11 strengthened with all might, according to His glorious power, for all patience and
longsuffering with joy; :12 giving thanks to the Father who has qualified us to be
partakers of the inheritance of the saints in the light. :13 He has delivered us from the
power of darkness and conveyed us into the kingdom of the Son of His love, :14
in whom we have redemption through His blood, even the forgiveness of sins.

of course what | mean is;
wealth, power and beauty have no positive or negative effect on being a parent —
these are goofy things that we “esteem” as important, whereas “the impartation of
one human life into another is a divine “model” called parenting !

Biologically, Children Happen
(I’'m not talking tonight about creating a human being)

Getting pregnant or creating a child doesn’t make you a parent. The act of parenting
does - 1t’s what comes after the baby’s born that has
a great effect on determining that child’s life and future and value.

Spiritually, Children are Made
(I am talking about the developing of a human being)

Imparting, infusing, developing, - taking an infant from toddler, a toddler to a child
and child to an adult 1s the single most important, human thing we can do,
howbeit by procreation or adoption
(parenting 1s ordained of God - its designed by God)
