Jesus Christ – The Promised Passover 
 

1a.)   As they looked forward, we look back in faith  
 
 

Long before the Jewish captivity in Egypt, Long before the birth of Moses or the giving of the Law – 
God had told Abraham that “The Just shall live by faith” 

 
Habakkuk 2:4b 

The just shall live by faith. 
 

But what Does That Really Mean to Us Today? 
What does it mean to be “Just” and to “Live” and to live by “Faith” 

 
Heb. 10:1-3 

For the law, having a shadow of the good things to come, and not the very image of the things, can never with 
these same sacrifices, which they offer continually year by year, make those who approach perfect.  2 For then 

would they not have ceased to be offered? For the worshipers, once purified, would have had no more 
consciousness of sins.  3 But in those sacrifices there is a reminder of sins every year. 

 

Col. 2:16-17 
So let no one judge you in food or in drink, or regarding a festival or a new moon or sabbaths,  17 which are a

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Jesus Christ – Presented Himself Approved 
 

2a.)   They looked for a lamb, Jesus Christ was the lamb  
 

During This Week In History, Jesus Christ Had Entered Jerusalem and had Presented Himself as King - - But 
before that, Jesus had told His disciples that He must “Go to Jerusalem and there suffer many things and 

be rejected by this generation.” 
 

Israelʼs Religious Leaders had set up a Litany 
of Questions and Tricks with hopes that they would trip Jesus up. But in reality, they had put God on trial and by 

doing so, publicly qualified Jesus Christ “Fit” to be Israelʼs Passover Lamb. 
 

Ex. 12:1-7 
Now the LORD spoke to Moses and Aaron in the land of Egypt, saying,  2 “This month shall be your beginning of months; 
it shall be the first month of the year to you.  3 Speak to all the congregation of Israel, saying: “On the tenth of this month 

every man shall take for himself a lamb, according to the house of his father, a lamb for a household.  4 And if the 
household is too small for the lamb, let him and his neighbor next to his house take it according to the number of the 

persons; according to each man’s need you shall make your count for the lamb.  5 Your lamb shall be without blemish, a 
male of the first year. You may take it from the sheep or from the goats.  6 Now you shall keep it until the fourteenth day of 
the same month. Then the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it at twilight.  7 And they shall take some 

of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and on the lintel of the houses. 
 

Ex. 12:27 
“It is the Passover sacrifice of the LORD, who passed over the houses of the children of Israel 

 
1 Corinthians 5:7-8 

Therefore purge out the old leaven, that you may be a new lump, since you truly are unleavened. For indeed Christ, our 
Passover, was sacrificed for us.  8 Therefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, nor with the leaven of malice and 

wickedness, but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth.

Why do the nations rage, And the people plot a vain thing?  2 The kings of the earth set themselves, And the rulers take 
counsel together, Against the LORD and against His Anointed, saying, 3 “Let us break Their bonds in pieces And cast 

away Their cords from us.” 
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This Week In History – Jesus Christ Will… 
(1) Be tried and convicted of blasphemy.  (2) He will come to “His Fatherʼs House, the Temple to 

cleanse it.  (3) He will proclaim that He is the Living Water, (4) He will weep over Jerusalem for their

Phil. 2:5-11 

Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus,  6 who, being in the form of God, did not consider it 
robbery to be equal with God,  7 but made Himself of no reputation, taking the form of a bondservant, and 

coming in the likeness of men.  8 And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became 
obedient to the point of death, even the death of the cross.  9 Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and 

given Him the name which is above every name,  10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of 
those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the earth,  11 and that every tongue should confess
