Matthew 8:1-11 
When Jesus had come down from the mountain, great multitudes followed Him. 

2 And behold, a leper came and worshiped Him, saying, “Lord, if You are 
willing, You can make me clean.” :3 Then Jesus put out His hand and touched 
him, saying, “I am willing; be cleansed.” Immediately his leprosy was cleansed. 

:4 And Jesus said to him, “See that you tell no one; but go your way, show 
yourself to the priest, and offer the gift that Moses commanded, as a testimony 

to them.” :5 Now when Jesus had entered Capernaum, a centurion came to 
Him, pleading with Him, 6 saying, “Lord, my servant is lying at home paralyzed, 
dreadfully tormented.” :7 And Jesus said to him, “I will come and heal him.” :8 

The centurion answered and said, “Lord, I am not worthy that You should come 
under my roof. But only speak a word, and my servant will be healed. 9 For I 

also am a man under authority, having soldiers under me. And I say to this one, 
“Go,’ and he goes; and to another, “Come,’ and he comes; and to my servant, 
‘Do this,’ and he does it.” :10 When Jesus heard it, He marveled, and said to  

those who followed, “Assuredly, I say to you, I have not found such great faith,  
not even in Israel! 11 And I say to you that many will come from east and west,  

and sit down with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob in the kingdom of heaven. 

 

Revelation 21:1-8 
Now I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first earth 

had passed away. Also there was no more sea. 2 Then I, John, saw the holy 
city, New Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride 

adorned for her husband. 3 And I heard a loud voice from heaven saying, 
“Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and He will dwell with them, and 

they shall be His people. God Himself will be with them and be their God. 4 And 
God will wipe away every tear from their eyes; there shall be no more death, nor 

sorrow, nor crying. There shall be no more pain, for the former things have 
passed away.” :5 Then He who sat on the throne said, “Behold, I make all things 

new.” And He said to me, “Write, for these words are true and faithful.” :6 And 
He said to me, “It is done! I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and 
the End. I will give of the fountain of the water of life freely to him who thirsts.  
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7 He who overcomes shall inherit all things, and I will be his God and he shall be 
My son. 8 But the cowardly, unbelieving, abominable, murderers, sexually 

immoral, sorcerers, idolaters, and all liars shall have their part in the lake which 
burns with fire and brimstone, which is the second death.”

Genesis 1:26-27

the cattle, over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the 
earth.” :27 So God created man in His own image; in the image of God He 

created him; male and female He created them.

What becomes of Our Bodies - re-created by being renewed 
What becomes of Our Souls - re-created by being renewed 
What becomes of Our Spirits - re-created by being renewed 

 
We will worship, serve, know, & feast. 

Consider what is our purpose here on earth. 
 (1) relationships (2) our desire for fellowship (3) taste buds, (4) our brains,  

(5) our creativity, (6) our desire to discover, (7) our desire invent… what else? 
 

John 14:1-3 
“Let not your heart be troubled; you believe in God, believe also in Me. :2 In My 

Father’s house (singular) are many mansions (plural) ; if it were not so, I would 
have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. :3 And if I go and prepare a place 

for you, I will come again and receive you to Myself; that where I am, 
there you may be also. 
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Luke 13:29 
They will come from the east and the west, from the north and the south,

Revelation 7:9-12 

After these things I looked, and behold, a great multitude which no one could number, 
of all nations, tribes, peoples, and tongues, standing before the throne and before the 
Lamb, clothed with white robes, with palm branches in their hands, 10 and crying out 

with a loud voice, saying, “Salvation belongs to our God who sits on the throne, and to 
the Lamb!” 11 All the angels stood around the throne and the elders and the four living 

creatures, and fell on their faces before the throne and worshiped God, 12 saying:

What will it be like there? 
 

( Consider earth’s residual glories today – expect them to be perfected ) 

 
Ephesians 1:5-11 NLT 

God decided in advance to adopt us into his own family by bringing us to himself 
through Jesus Christ. This is what he wanted to do, and it gave him great pleasure.  

6 So we praise God for the glorious grace he has poured out on us who belong  
to his dear Son. 7 He is so rich in kindness and grace that he purchased our  
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freedom with the blood of his Son and forgave our sins. 8 He has showered his 
kindness on us, along with all wisdom and understanding. :9 God has now revealed  

to us his mysterious will regarding Christ—which is to fulfill his own good plan.  
10 And this is the plan: At the right time he will bring everything together under the 
authority of Christ—everything in heaven and on earth. 11 Furthermore, because  

we are united with Christ, we have received an inheritance from God, for he chose  
us in advance, and he makes everything work out according to his plan.
