:28 When He had said these things, He went on ahead, going up to Jerusalem. 29 And it came to pass, when 
He drew near to Bethphage and Bethany, at the mountain called Olivet, that He sent two of His disciples, 30 

saying, “Go into the village opposite you, where as you enter you will find a colt tied, on which no one has 
ever sat. Loose it and bring it here. 31 And if anyone asks you, “Why are you loosing it?’ thus you shall say to 
him, ‘Because the Lord has need of it.’ ” :32 So those who were sent went their way and found it just as He 
had said to them. 33 But as they were loosing the colt, the owners of it said to them, “Why are you loosing 

the colt?” :34 And they said, “The Lord has need of him.” 35 Then they brought him to Jesus. And they threw 
their own clothes on the colt, and they set Jesus on him. 36 And as He went, many spread their clothes on 
the road. :37 Then, as He was now drawing near the descent of the Mount of Olives, the whole multitude of 
the disciples began to rejoice and praise God with a loud voice for all the mighty works they had seen, 38 

saying: “ ‘Blessed is the King who comes in the name of the LORD!’ Peace in heaven and glory in the 
highest!” :39 And some of the Pharisees called to Him from the crowd, “Teacher, rebuke Your disciples.” :40

 But Jesus answered and said to them, “I tell you that if these should keep silent, the stones would 
immediately cry out.” :41 Now as He drew near, He saw the city and wept over it, 42 saying, “If you had 

known, even you, especially in this your day, the things that make for your peace! But now they are hidden 
from your eyes. 43 For days will come upon you when your enemies will build an embankment around you, 
surround you and close you in on every side, 44 and level you, and your children within you, to the ground; 

and they will not leave in you one stone upon another, because you did not know the time of your visitation.”

many in Israel, and for a sign which will be spoken against.

2.) Never Again will you have such a moment               v.32-34 

 

32 So those who were sent went their way and found it just as He had said to them. 33 But as they 
were losing the colt, the owners of it said to them, “Why are you losing the colt?” :34 And they said, 

“The Lord has need of him.” 

 
Literally being lived out in front of them were the ancient Hebrew 

Scriptures that foretold our coming Messiah that would be sent from God, from heaven to earth. But 
even more spectacular was the fact that God had given the people details and events to be looking 

out for… 

Everything Jesus said and did, those things 
and those words were written down in advance in the Bible. 

 
Zechariah 9:9 

“Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion! Shout, O daughter of Jerusalem! Behold, your King is coming 
to you; He is just and having salvation, lowly and riding on a donkey, a colt, the foal of a donkey.

prophet Isaiah. And when He had opened the book, He found the place where it was written: 18 
“The Spirit of the LORD is upon Me, Because He has anointed Me To preach the gospel to the poor; 
He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, To proclaim liberty to the captives And recovery of sight 
to the blind, To set at liberty those who are oppressed; 19 To proclaim the acceptable year of the

Matthew’s Account Tells Us 

Matthew 21:8-9  
And a very great multitude spread their clothes on the road; others cut down branches from the 

trees and spread them on the road. 9 Then the multitudes who went before and those who followed 
cried out, saying: “Hosanna to the Son of David! ‘Blessed is He who comes in the name of the 

LORD!’ Hosanna in the highest!” 

 
NOTE THIS; 

This is Psalm 118 being performed, impromptu / spontaneously by the People –  
 

John 12:13 
They took branches of palm trees and went out to meet Him, and cried out: “Hosanna!

Verses 41

The City of Jerusalem 

It is Passover week and the city is swollen with pilgrims that have made their 
way to temple and are encamped all around the city limits. 

  
Verses 42 

42 saying, “If you had known, (this wasn’t a game being played, like hide and seek) even you, especially in 
this your day, the things that make for your peace! But now they are hidden from your eyes. 

 
Verses 43 

43 For the days will come upon you when your enemies will build an embankment around you, 
surround you and close you in on every side, 44 and level you, and your children within you, to the 

ground; and they will not leave in you one stone upon another, (Jesus answers the ‘how come, why?’) 

because you did not know the time of your visitation.” 
 

Time  grk: Kairos; a season, an age, an epoch, the proper time, the appointed time,  
   (implying that it was the day that God had long waited for only to be saddened by  
   the lack of reception.) 
 
Visitation  grk: episkope; a visiting that means one is to stay. The act of overseeing or a  
   pastor’s visiting or overseeing the (a) flock. 
 
 



“I’ve come to My flock. I’ve come to see if it’s ready to meet Me. 
I’m making My visitation as their overseer.”
