THE MEANING OF CHRISTMAS, 
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It's The "Christ Mass" 
that is - - it's the "Gathering around" the "Christ" 

 

There it's going to be a Merry Christmas, again ! 
Jesus Christ came once before, and when you read the "not so fine" print of the bible. 

You see that He's coming again! 
 

You don’t have to believe in Christmas today, 
but you will someday! Because Jesus Christ is coming again 

 
Matthew 24:27 

For as the lightning comes from the east and flashes to the west, 
so also will the coming of the Son of Man be… 

 

John 14:3 
I will come again and receive you to Myself; 

 

Listen, Friend 
It's Christmas and What Will Give Him. 

 

The Wise men Brought Him 
Gold, Frankincense, and Myrrh 

 
Matthew 2:11 

And when Wisemen had come into the house, they saw the young Child with Mary His 
mother, and they fell down and worshiped Him. And when they had opened their 

treasures, they presented unto Him gifts:  
of gold, frankincense, and myrrh. 

 

Their Gifts Were Prophetic - Speaking of the Future. 
 

The Gold 
In the oriental customs of the Middle East, kings were to be given gold in honor of 

their Kingship authority and character. 
Their Gift Matched Their Confession 

 - Jesus was Their King! 
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The Frankincense 
Frankincense was symbolic of His Divine Priesthood and Ministry, 
One that Would be marked by Salvation and Intercession for us. 

Their Gift Matched Their Confession 
 - Jesus Christ was Their Priest! 

 
 

The Myrrh 
Used in that part of the world, it was the Embalming Ointment of the day. 

It was crushed and mixed and poured out upon a dead body.  
It was an act of Love and Farewell to a Deceased loved one. 

Their Gift Matched Their Confession  
- Jesus was Their New Life! 

 
At The Death of Jesus 

John 19:39-40 
That Nicodemus, who at first came to Jesus by night, also came, bringing a mixture of 
myrrh and aloes, about a hundred pounds.  40 Then they took the body of Jesus, and 

bound it in strips of linen with the spices, as the custom of the Jews is to bury. 
 
 

Confirmation of These Things? 
The early church Fathers taught that the gold symbolized the deity of Jesus Christ, 
the frankincense of His priesthood, and myrrh, that the child was born to die, only 

to live again! 
 

Today, What Will Be Your Confession? 
What Will Be Your Gift to the Christ? 

 
I Know What He Wants. 

He Wants You. Every Square Inch of You. 
He Wants Your Mind, Your Body, Your Possessions. 

He Wants Your  
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Will Your Gift Match Your Confession Today ? 
- Jesus Christ was Their King! 

- Jesus Christ was Their Priest! 
- Jesus Christ was Their Life! 

 
- Is Jesus Christ is Your King at Christmas? 

- Is Jesus Christ is Your Priest at Christmas? 
- Is Jesus Christ is Your Life at Christmas? 

 
1 John 5:10-13 

He who believes in the Son of God has the witness in himself; he who does not believe 
God has made Him a liar, because he has not believed the testimony that God has 

given of His Son.  11 And this is the testimony: that God has given us eternal life, and 
this life is in His Son.  12 He who has the Son has life; he who does not have the Son 

of God does not have life.  13 These things I have written to you who believe in the 
name of the Son of God, that you may know that you have eternal life, and that you 

may continue to believe in the name of the Son of God.
