A Learning Church; 
Verse 42  They were continuing steadfast in the apostle’s doctrine 
 
A Fellowshipping Church; 
Verse 42  They “banded” together. in unity, to dwell in unity 
 
87% of America’s Churches have deleted their mid-week service because of a lack of attendance. 

 

90% of America’s Churches have shortened their Sunday morning messages as requested by its   
  people. 

 
A Praying Church; 
Verse 42  They met the challenges by meeting with God first 
 
A Reverent Church; 
Verse 43  They were in AWE of God, for who he is. 
 
An Active Church; 
Verse 43  They expected great things too, so they did great things 
 
A Sharing Church; 
Verses 44,45 They had genuine concern for each other 
 
A Worshipping Church; 
Verse 46  God inhabits the praises of His people. they wanted Him. 
 
A Joyful Church 
Verse 46  They were glad for the “abundant life” 
 
A Witnessing Church 
Verse 47  They were “favored” charis, grace received & given out.
