There Was a Spiritual Creation of 

 

At Some Point and Place in Eternity Only God Existed 
no humans, no angels, nothing but God

Jesus Christ is the Son of God 
 

a. His is a Unique Position 
 

 

Witnessed by the People... 
John 19:6-7 

Therefore, when the chief priests and officers saw Him, they cried out, saying, "Crucify 
Him, crucify Him!" Pilate said to them, "You take Him and crucify Him, for I find no fault 
in Him."7 The Jews answered him, "We have a law, and according to our law He ought 

to die, because He made Himself the Son of God." 
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Confessed by the Demons 
Luke 8:26-28 

Then they sailed to the country of the Gadarenes, which is opposite Galilee. 27 And 
when He stepped out on the land, there met Him a certain man from the city who had 
demons for a long time. And he wore no clothes, nor did he live in a house but in the 
tombs. 28 When he saw Jesus, he cried out, fell down before Him, and with a loud 

voice said, "What have I to do with You, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? I beg You, 
do not torment me!"
