Three Words Devoted To Maturity and Maturation.

These Are Construction Terms From The 1st Century Era
And they serve us really well in our lesson this morning.

I’m reminded of a church that had a terrible time building their new sanctuary.
Everything they planned on doing was prayed over and decided upon and so they
launched out. But from the very beginning nothing seemed to work. There was
confusion and cost overruns and tempers — until someone figured out that the Plans
the church had and the plans the contractor had were
2 different sets of plans.

We need to make sure that we have the Lord’s plans|and not

our own. The Corinthians had their plans — using the church to show-off and exalt
yourself rather than building up others.

Acts 2:16-21
But this is what was spoken by the prophet Joel: :17 “And it shall come to pass in the
last days, says God, That | will pour out of My Spirit on all flesh; Your sons and your
daughters shall prophesy, Your young men shall see visions, Your old men shall
dream dreams. :18 And on My menservants and on My maidservants | will pour out My
Spirit in those days; And they shall prophesy. :19 | will show wonders in heaven above
And signs in the earth beneath: Blood and fire and vapor of smoke. :20 The sun shall
be turned into darkness, And the moon into blood, Before the coming of the great and
awesome day of the LORD. :21 And it shall come to pass That whoever calls on the
name of the LORD Shall be saved.’

“The Old Testament was and is as Much the Word of God as the New Testament.
Never think for a moment that the O.T. is not God’s word to us.
(it’s to be understood in light of the New Testament)”

| Believe (and it’s the correct belief) The Church todayis

Nearly Ignorant of Much of the Power and Truth of the Bible all because we fail to
know the Old Testament account.
