7 "You shall teach
them diligently to your children, and shall talk of them when
you sit in your house, when you walk by the way, when you lie
down, and when you rise up. 8 "You shall bind them as a sign on

your hand, and they shall be as frontlets
between your eyes.

Verse 4

Then all the elders of Israel gathered together
and came to Samuel at Ramah,

The Elders Began to Seek After a
Man-Made Solution
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They Had Lost the Vision of God

Proverbs 29:18
Where there is no vision, the people (the family) perish:

A “Failure” to Include God in every aspect of Our Daily Lives

a.) They Wanted a Remedy

But the thing displeased Samuel when they said, "Give us a king

to judge us." So Samuel prayed to the LORD. 7 And the LORD said

to Samuel, "Heed the voice of the people in all that they say to

you; for they have not rejected you, but they have rejected Me,
that I should not reign over them.

We Need to Recognize
what these people are Asking

“Listen Samuel - We’'ve heard about our history. We’ve heard the stories. We’ve seen the sites - -
History means nothing to us, it's our Future that we're concerned about!!!

Isaiah 5:20
Woe to those who call evil good, and good evil; who put darkness for light,
and light for darkness; who put bitter for sweet, and sweet for bitter!

b.) God Knows the Heart

8 "According to all the works which they have done since the day
that I brought them up out of Egypt, even to this day-- with
which they have forsaken Me and served other gods-- so they are
doing to you also. 9 "Now therefore, heed their voice. However,
you shall solemnly forewarn them, and show them the behavior of
the king who will reign over them."

God Knows The Heart
of Man

“To know me is to love me”

"The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately
wicked; who can know it? 10 I, the LORD, search the heart, I
test the mind, even to give every man according to his ways,
according to the fruit of his doings.

c.) Rejection of God Bankrupts a People
Verse 10-18

10 So Samuel told all the words of the LORD to the people who
asked him for a king. 11 And he said, "This will be the behavior
of the king who will reign over you: (1) He will take your sons

and appoint them for his own chariots and to be his horsemen,
and some will run before his chariots. 12 (2) "He will appoint

captains over his thousands and captains over his fifties, (3)

He will set some to plow his ground and reap his harvest, and
some to make his weapons of war and equipment for his chariots.
13 (4) "He will take your daughters to be perfumers, cooks, and
bakers. 14 "And (5) he will take the best of your fields, your
vineyards, and your olive groves, and give them to his servants.
15 (6) "He will take a tenth of your grain and your vintage, and
give it to his officers and servants. 16 "And (7) he will take
your male servants, your female servants, your finest young men,
and your donkeys, and put them to his work. 17 (8) "He will take
a tenth of your sheep. (9) And you will be his servants. 18 "And
(10) he’'s going to make you cry - - you will cry out in that day

because of your king whom you have chosen for yourselves, and

the LORD will not hear you in that day."

Isaiah 59:1-2
Behold, the LORD'S hand is not shortened, that it cannot save;
nor His ear heavy, that it cannot hear. 2 But your iniquities
have separated you from your God; and your sins have hidden His
face from you, so that He will not hear.

4.) Conforms you to the way of the world vv. 18-22

19 Nevertheless the people refused to obey the voice of Samuel;

and they said, "No, but we will have a king over us, 20 that we

also may be like all the nations, and that our king may judge us

and go out before us and fight our battles."” 21 And Samuel heard

all the words of the people, and he repeated them in the hearing

of the LORD. 22 So the LORD said to Samuel, "Heed their voice,
and make them a king." And Samuel said to the men of Israel,

"Every man go to his city."

Many people shall come and say, "Come, and let us go up to the
mountain of the LORD, to the house of the God of Jacob; he will
teach us His ways, and we shall walk in His paths." For out of
Zion shall go forth the law, and the word of the LORD from
Jerusalem. 4 He shall judge between the nations, and rebuke many
people; they shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their
spears into pruning hooks; nation shall not 1lift up sword
against nation, neither shall they learn war anymore.

The Emptiness of the Idols That Men
Make

Isaiah 44:14-17
14 He cuts down cedars for himself, and takes the cypress and
the oak; he secures it for himself among the trees of the
forest. He plants a pine, and the rain nourishes it. 15 Then it
shall be for a man to burn, for he will take some of it and warm
himself; yes, he kindles it and bakes bread; indeed he makes a
god and worships it; he makes it a carved image, and falls down
to it. 16 He burns half of it in the fire; with this half he
eats meat; he roasts a roast, and is satisfied. He even warms
himself and says, "Ah! I am warm, I have seen the fire." 17 And
the rest of it he makes into a god, his carved image. He falls
down before it and worships it, prays to it and says,
me, for you are my god!"

b.) By Avoiding the Faith
