Sanctification is the Work of Divine Grace 
Upon and Within the Christian Life. 

 

It Is The "Removing" of the World from the Believer's Life, 
while at the same time 

It is the "Implanting,” of The Things of the Spirit 
into That Christian's Life 

 

Romans 5:1-2 
Therefore, having been justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord 
Jesus Christ,  :2 through whom also we have access by faith into this grace in which

The Christian’s hope is not a lucky streak. 
Our hope is not wishful thinking. 

The Christian’s hope is not a dream. 
It is certainly not a "hope so" 

 

As a non-Christian, an unbeliever, you are alienated from God. 
There's a real and impossible separation between you and God. 

 

Ephesians 2:11-12 
Therefore remember that you, once Gentiles in the flesh—who are called 

Uncircumcision by what is called the Circumcision made in the flesh by hands—  :12 
that at that time you were without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of 

Israel and strangers from the covenants of promise,  
having no hope and without God in the world.

He is Setting Us Apart from the World Each Day. 
 

The Lord is at Work in Our Sanctification  
1Thessalonians 4:3-7 

For this is the will of God, your sanctification: that you should abstain from sexual 
immorality;  :4 that each of you should know how to possess his own vessel in 

sanctification and honor,  :5 not in passion of lust, like the Gentiles who do not know 
God;  :6 that no one should take advantage of and defraud his brother in this matter, 
because the Lord is the avenger of all such, as we also forewarned you and testified.  

:7 For God did not call us to uncleanness, but in holiness. 
 

1Peter 1:2-3 
Elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, in sanctification of the Spirit, 
for obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ: Grace to you and peace be 
multiplied.  :3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who according 
to His abundant mercy has begotten us again to a living hope through the resurrection 

of Jesus Christ from the dead,

1Corinthians 6:9-11 
Do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be 

deceived. Neither fornicators (sex without marriage), nor idolaters, (living for things) 
nor adulterers, (sex with someone married) nor homosexuals, (same sex) nor 

sodomites,  :10 nor thieves, (taking something not yours) nor covetous, (wanting 
something that is not yours) nor drunkards, (under the influence of something 

other) nor revilers (violent), nor extortioners (taking advantage of others) will inherit 
the kingdom of God…  :11 And such were some of you. But you were washed, but you 
were sanctified, but you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus and by the Spirit 

of our God. 
 

This is a Firm Hope and Freedom 
We don’t have to be fornicators anymore! 
We don’t have to be adulterers anymore! 

We don’t have to be homosexuals anymore! 
We don’t have to be sodomites anymore! 

We don’t have to be thieves anymore! 
We don’t have to be coveters anymore! 

We don’t have to be druggies or drunks anymore! 
We don’t have to be violent anymore! 

We don’t have to rip people off anymore! 
 

Hebrews 10:10 
By that will we have been sanctified through the offering of  

the body of Jesus Christ once for all. 
 

Hebrews 10:14 
For by one offering He has perfected forever those  

who are being sanctified.
