while its approaching, it’s in the landing configuration, as it’s on final, it’s in the landing configuration and when it’s
touching down, it’s in the landing configuration. And as it goes thru the roll-out, it’s in the landing configuration. = it’s
landing and so is Jesus Christ’s arrival — it’s in the “Approach Phase” = in the landing configuration.
