Now it came to pass in the days of Ahaz the son of Jotham, the son of Uzziah, king of Judah, that Re’zin king
of Syria and Pe’kah the son of Remaliah, king of Israel, (the northern kingdom) that Rezin king of Syria and
Pekah the son of Remaliah, king of Israel, went up to Jerusalem to make war against it, BUT they could
not prevail against it. 2 And it was told to the house of David, (Judah, the southern kingdom) saying, - - “Syria’s
forces are deployed in Ephraim_(Judah)” So his (Ahab) heart and the heart of his people were_moved
(shaken, reeling, sic) as the trees of the woods are moved with the wind. 3 THEN THE LORD SAID to Isaiah,
“Go out now to meet Ahaz, you (Isaiah) and Shear-Yashub ( = a remnant shall return) your son, at the end of the
aqueduct from the upper pool, on the highway to the Fuller’s Field, 4 and say to him: “Take heed, and be
quiet; do not fear or be fainthearted for these two stubs of smoking firebrands, for the fierce anger of Rezin
and Syria, and the son of Remaliah. 5 Because Syria, Ephraim, and the son of Remaliah have plotted evil
against you, saying, 6 “Let us go up against Judah and trouble it, and let us make a gap in its wall for
ourselves, and set a king over them, the son of Tabel” - - 7 thus says the Lord GOD: “It shall not stand, Nor
shall it come to pass. 8 For the head of Syriais Damascus, And the head of Damascus is Rezin. Within
sixty-five years Ephraim will be broken, So that it will not be a people. 9 The head of Ephraim is
Samaria, And the head of Samaria is Remaliah’s son. If you will not believe, Surely you shall not be
established.” ’ ”

Moreover the LORD spoke again to Ahaz, (the most wicked king in Judah’s history) saying, 11
“Ask a sign for yourself from the LORD your God; ask it either in the depth or in the
height above.” :12 But Ahaz said, “I will not ask, nor will | test the LORD!” :13 Then he
said, “Hear now, O house of David! Is it a small thing for you to weary men, but will you
weary my God also?

Ahaz was a very wicked king. — a sorry descendant of
David’s !
He came to the throne at 20 years of age. He was very immature, very emotional and erratic with his

authority. In fact, history tells us that he refused to listen to his counselors and advisors...



( He Didn’t Do What Was Right in the Sight of God )

2 Chronicles 28:1-3
Ahaz was twenty years old when he became king, and he reigned sixteen years in Jerusalem; and he
did not do what was right in the sight of the LORD, as his father David had done. 2 For he walked
in the ways of the kings of Israel, and made molded images for the Baals. 3 He burned incense in the
Valley of the Son of Hinnom, and burned his children in the fire, according to the abominations of
the nations (foreign) whom the LORD had cast out before the children of Israel.

“Youth is never a good thing when it comes to wealth,
authority and power.”

Ahaz burned his children alive in the worship of Molech

? How could anyone ever offer a child of theirs
up to kill them ? - - would you ever allow such a thing?

Ahaz visits Tiglath- Palizer in Damascus.
And “Molech” Impressed Ahaz (2Kings 16)

in the worship of Molech, (1) the idol was heated up with fire until it glowed red then (2)
musicians were gathered around and drums were beaten while (3) the child was placed onto
the arms of Molech, the drums help silence the child’ s screams. (4) the people would then

go into a frenzy of shouts and celebrations.

When you are a wise nation, as a culture, you always want to have the most experienced
leader(s) with proven integrity and a humble spirit

in power and calling the shots. (David'’s Early Life)

And so, the conduct of the nation, prepared it for correction.
