1.) Is seen in His faithfulness                                     vs.1-5 

 
Verse 1-2 

“Comfort, yes, comfort My people!” Says your God. 2 “Speak comfort to 
Jerusalem, and cry out to her, That her warfare is ended, That her iniquity is 

pardoned; For she has received from the LORD’S hand double for all her sins.” 

Here is the Question: To whom is the Lord speaking to here?

“Speak comfort to Jerusalem, and cry out to her. 
  

Romans 11:11-15 
I say then, have they stumbled that they should fall? Certainly not! But through their 
fall, to provoke them to jealousy, salvation has come to the Gentiles. 12 Now if 
their fall is riches for the world, and their failure riches for the Gentiles, how much 

more their fullness! :13 For I speak to you Gentiles; inasmuch as I am an apostle to 
the Gentiles, I magnify my ministry, 14 if by any means I may provoke to jealousy 

those who are my flesh and save some of them. 15 For if their being cast away is 
the reconciling of the world, what will (how much more) their acceptance be but life 

from the dead? 

 

“Speak comfort to Jerusalem, and cry out to her. 

Listen Up Church;

The true Christian is to (2) cry out to Israel – not replace it with the church.

2 But to you who 
fear My name The Sun of Righteousness shall arise With healing in His wings; 

And you shall go out and grow fat like stall-fed calves. 3 You shall trample the wicked, 
For they shall be ashes under the soles of your feet on The Day that I do this,” Says 

the LORD of hosts. 4 “Remember the Law of Moses, My servant, Which I commanded 
him in Horeb for all Israel, With the statutes and judgments. 5 Behold, I will send 
you Elijah the prophet Before the coming of the great and dreadful day of the 
LORD. 6 And he will turn The hearts of the fathers to the children, And the hearts of 

the children to their fathers, Lest I come and strike the earth with a curse.”

John 1:19-23 
Now this is the testimony of John, when the Jews sent priests and Levites from 
Jerusalem to ask him, “Who are you?” :20 He confessed, and did not deny, but 
confessed, “I am not the Christ.” :21 And they asked him, “What then? Are you 

Elijah?” He said, “I am not.” “Are you the Prophet?” And he answered, “No.” 
:22Then they said to him, “Who are you, that we may give an answer to those 

who sent us? What do you say about yourself?” :23 He said: “I am ‘The voice of 
one crying in the wilderness: “Make straight the way of the LORD,” ’ 

as the prophet Isaiah said.”

Verse 4-5 

4 Every valley shall be exalted And every mountain and hill brought low; The 
crooked places shall be made straight And the rough places smooth; 5 The 
glory of the LORD shall be revealed, And all flesh shall see it together;

are grass. 8 The grass withers, the flower fades, 

But the word of our God stands forever.”

3.) Is witnessed at His invitation                       vs. 9-11 
 

Verse 9 
O Zion, You who bring good tidings, GET UP into the high mountain; O 

Jerusalem, You who bring good tidings, LIFT UP your voice with strength, 
LIFT IT UP, be not afraid; SAY to the cities of Judah, “Behold your God!” 

 
“Behold your God!” 

It was always God’s plan to use His people Israel. The LORD desired that 
His chosen ones to be the voice of the gospel. Sadly, By the time Jesus 

Christ had come, Israel was not only under the rule of the Roman Empire, 
worse than that, Israel was under the rule of false shepherds, false teachers 

who had blinded the people from knowing the truth. 
 

“Tragically, Jesus rebuked them saying; 
You are the blind, leading the blind.” 

 

Acts 13:44-48 
On the next Sabbath almost the whole city came together to hear the word of God. 45 
But when the Jews saw the multitudes, they were filled with envy; and contradicting 

and blaspheming, they opposed the things spoken by Paul. 46 Then Paul and 
Barnabas grew bold and said, “It was necessary that the word of God should be

“I have set you as a light to the Gentiles, 

That you should be for salvation to the ends of the earth.’ ” 

:48 Now when the Gentiles heard this, they were glad and glorified the word of the 
Lord.

“And in that day there shall be a Root of Jesse, Who shall stand as a banner to

O Zion, You who bring good tidings, Get up into the high mountain; 

This will be fulfilled in time – Revelation Chapter 7 and the 
144,000 Jewish Witnesses of the 7 Year Tribulation Period, Succeed 

 

Verse 10-11 
10 Behold, the Lord GOD shall come with a strong hand, (at the 2nd Coming) 
And His arm shall rule for Him; Behold, His reward is with Him, And His work 

before Him. (salvation) 11 He shall feed His flock like a shepherd; He will gather 
the lambs with His arm, And carry them in His bosom, And shall gently lead

15 Behold, the nations are as a drop in a 
bucket, And are counted as the small dust on the scales; Look, He lifts up the 

16 And Lebanon is not sufficient to burn, Nor its 
beasts sufficient for a burnt offering. 17 All nations before Him are as nothing,

18 To whom then will you liken God? Or what likeness will you compare to 
Him? 19 The workman molds an image, The goldsmith overspreads it with 

gold, And the silversmith casts silver chains. 20 Whoever is too impoverished 
for such a contribution Chooses a tree that will not rot; He seeks for himself a 

skillful workman To prepare a carved image that will not totter. 
 

There is Great Comfort in Creating a god That Approves of You. 
(1) A god that is ok with your lust and pride and anger and hate and evils. 

(2) A god like this is convenient and open minded, never critical or judgmental. 
(3) This kind of god is always changing to fit my whims and desires. (4) This 

kind of god accepts everything and anything so long as I approve of it).

It is He who sits above the circle of the earth, And its inhabitants are like 

grasshoppers, Who stretches out the heavens like a curtain, And spreads 
them out like a tent to dwell in. 

 
Verse 23-24 

23 He brings the princes to nothing; He makes the judges of the earth useless 
24 Scarcely shall they be planted, Scarcely shall they be sown, Scarcely shall 

their stock take root in the earth, When He will also blow on them, And they will 
wither, And the whirlwind will take them away like stubble.

Job 26:7-8 
He stretches (kneads, pushes and pulls) out the north over empty space; He hangs 

(float, suspend, hold) the earth on nothing. 8 He binds up (ties together. Bundles) the water 
in His thick clouds, Yet the clouds are not broken (burst or fall down) under it.

Verse 30-31 

30 Even the youths shall faint and be weary, And the young men shall utterly 
fall, 31 But those who wait on the LORD Shall renew their strength; They 
shall mount up with wings like eagles, They shall run and not be weary,
